Web Traffic Sources

- Type-In Traffic: When a visitor types a Website address (URL) into their browser
address bar, it is considered type-in traffic.

« Search Engine Traffic: All visitor traffic originating from a query within a
Search Engine, such as Google or Yahoo, is segmented into this category.

- Link/Referral Traffic: When a visitor clicks a link on another Website, such as a banner or a text link, the location is recorded as a
reference, or referral, link.
